STEP ONE: Please furnish the width and length of the quilt in the space provided below. The entry cannot be
accepted without an ACCURATE measurement. (Total measurement used to determine category and layout display of quilts)

Blocks may be pieced, appliquéd or embroidered.

Blocks will become the property of Handcrafts Unlimited for use in future fundraising.
